 Explain that you are going to describe different weather conditions and if they 
have drawn those weather conditions they should stand up and hold their picture 
in front of them. For example, say, It is raining. All students with a picture of rain 
should stand up and hold up their pictures. It is cloudy. All students who have 
drawn cloudy weather should stand up.
